The Fewins Centennial Farm located on Barney Road between
Stricker Rd. and Gray Rd. was purchased by William and
Mary Fewins in 1870. They raised six children that all lived in

the Long Lake Area. In 1927 Clarence Fewins one of the sons

along with his children, siblings and families have many fond
memories of growing up on the farm and to this day enjoy the
beautiful view and solitude of the farm.

of William and Mary took over the farm. Clarence and his wife
Elsa raised their family of six children who also continue to
live in the Long Lake Area. The children of Clarence and Elsa
walked 1 1/2 miles to a one room school called the Lautner
School on M-72.

The crops raised were potatoes, corn, oats and hay. It was also
a dairy farm along with raising beef, pigs and chickens. The
farm is currently planted to corn. The farmstead is located
about 1/2 mile from M -72 or 1/2 mile from Barney Rd. In the
winter because of no snow removal, they would carry milk out
in cans on a toboggan to M -72 to go to market and would re-
turn with the toboggan filled with groceries and supplies. The
year 1953 was a big year for the Fewins family. They pur-
chased a tractor big enough to snow plow the drive and for the
very first time they had electricity to their farm. In 1989 their
son Millard and his late wife Billie became owners of the farm.

If you are not currently registered to
vote you may register at the Township
Offices, Secretary of State Offices, or
online at www.michigan.gov/sos. You
must be registered 30 days before an
election, be a U.S. Citizen, and be 18
years of age by election day to be able to
participate in an election.

Absentee voter ballots are available for

all elections. They provide voters with a
convenient method for casting a ballot
when they are unable to attend the polls
on Election Day.

As a registered voter, you may obtain an
absentee voter ballot if you are:

e age 60 years or older

e unable to vote without assistance at
the polls

e expecting to be out of town on elec-
tion day

e in jail awaiting arraignment or trial

e unable to attend the polls due to
religious reasons

e appointed to work as an election
inspector in a precinct outside of
your precinct of residence.

ZIP CODE CHANGE

49685 will be the new mailing zip code for the majority of
Long Lake Township properties (see map).

The US Post Office has announced that beginning July 1,
2010 the new zip code will go into effect. Those proper-
ties affected should be notified by the post office by mail
in June 2010. The local post office carrier supervisor
indicated that the post office will continue to send mail to
properties affected by the change using the old zip code
for up to one year. However, they strongly recommend
that the property owners begin using the new zip code as
soon as possible to avoid delays in receiving their mail.
49685 will continue to be the Traverse City post office
box zip code as well.
